The GEC is an autonomous and independent
commission of the Government of Guam. The
Commission is made up of seven members, all of
whom are registered voters of Guam. / Maga’ldhen
Gudhan (Governor of Guam) appoints six
members, three from each political party through
recommendations made by the Democrat and
Republican parties. The seventh member, who is
independent is selected and appointed by the six
members. Members serve a two-year term.
Executive Director Maria [.D. Pangelinan, who
serves at the pleasure of the Commission, manages
the Guam Election Commission’s administrative
team.

Y Must not be committed under a sentence
of imprisonment
Y Must not be confined to a mental
institution
{ Must not be judicially declare insane
