Looking Forward

v/ Guam Public Law 31-61 requires the Guam Election
Commission to review and update the Election Laws of
Guam, Title 3 of the Guam Code Annotated.

v In addition to the regular elections, the GEC is also expected
to prepare for a political status plebiscite — a very significant
event that may affect the international relations and foreign
policies of the United States, and Guam regional partners.

v' Overseeing and managing the implementation of the new
CVRS system as it is a new technology.

v' Preparing for the 2012 Primary and General Elections
ensuring that elections are conducted in a fair, efficient, and
unbiased manner.

v Determining how to maintain fair and transparent elections
within Guam’s dynamic social and political environment.
