CAHA was created by Public Law 16-122
and is Guam’s state arts agency with 501(c)3 status charged with administering federal and local
monies in support of the arts in Guam. CAHA encourages and fosters the opportunity for partici-
pation in the arts and humanities through programs designed to benefit the community. Our role
is to ensure that the arts in the community will grow and play a more significant part in the welfare
and educational experience of our residents. The President of the Department of Chamorro Af-
fairs oversees CAHA.

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Progress in Fiscal Year 2014

Guam is experiencing a continuing resurgence of arts and culture in which CAHA is an active proponent of and actively engaged participant. Despite having a
small staff of five and limited resources, the Guam Council on the Arts and Humanities Agency has been able to maintain a presence in the community. Whether it
is through CAHA initiatives or through its collaborations with the public or private sector of the community, the arts and culture are thriving in Guam. Government
agencies, schools, banks, shopping centers, hotels and other businesses are impacted by the arts through presentations, workshops, conferences, displays and
shows. CAHA builds capacity in our community in the area of cultural preservation and promotion of the arts.

Annual Grants-in-Aid Program

CAHA awarded 40 grants totaling $168.000 to individuals and organizations for projects in various artistic disciplines encompassing folk arts, media arts, perform-
ing arts, special projects, and visual arts with emphasis placed on arts-in-education and programs that benefit the underserved community. Grant and fellowship
awards supported traditional arts apprenticeships, art instruction and presentations in schools, musical and theatre productions, music recordings and video docu-
mentation, literary works and publications, cultural and art events and contemporary and traditional art exhibitions.

Art-in-Public Places

Enacted in 1979 through Public Law 15-50, the Art in Public Places Program also known as the Percent for the Arts was strengthened through amendments made
in 1989 through Public Law 20-27 and again in 2011 through Public Law 31-118. Guam’s Percent for the Arts Program targets both Public and Non-Public Develop-
ment Projects supported by either federal or Government of Guam funds administered through Qualifying Certificates (QC) tax rebates, incentives, loans guaran-
tees, bond financing or other subsidy arrangement. The law applies to public building and facilities and non-public buildings where total cost of construction, remod-
eling or renovation, exceeds the sum of $100,000. The purpose of the program is to foster culture, arts and the development of local artists and that a portion of
appropriations for capital expenditures be set aside for the acquisition of works of art for public and non-public buildings and facilities. Public Law 31-118 expanded
the program to include the nurturing and development of young children through the arts. CAHA established the rules and regulation for the selection of art works
and ensures that open competition of awarding any art contract and the disposition of funds meet the purpose of fostering culture and arts for the development of
local artists, children and the community; and identifies public buildings in non-compliance; and ensures compliance of established rules and regulations.

12th Festival of Pacific Arts

Background: Beginning in 1972, the Festival of Pacific Arts (FestPac) is the largest assembly that brings together cultural practitioners for 2 weeks from 27 island
nations throughout Oceania to celebrate their cultural similarities and uniqueness. The number of participants has increased to more than 2000. Guam has had
representation at every festival since its inception.

In 2008, at the Festival of Pacific Arts in American Samoa, Guam was given the honor to host
the 12th Festival in 2016. The 2016 festival will be the first time Guam will host this prestigious
event. Guam CAHA is the designated focal point for the Council of Pacific Arts and Culture,
custodians for the Festival of Pacific Arts. CAHA provides administrative support and manages |8
the accounts of the 12t Festival of Pacific Arts Coordinating Committee (FPCC), established by ja
Public Law 30-83. Led by the CAHA Board Chair, the 2016 Festival Programming Committee
has been meeting since 2012 and is comprised of Guam'’s artists and cultural practitioners who
will oversee the conduct all the artistic disciplines during the festival. CAHA is also responsible
for preparing Guam’s 500-member delegation for the 12t Festival of Pacific Arts which will
include members of the Guam Diaspora living overseas.

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12th Festival of Pacific Arts - CAHA Capacity Building Workshops

In preparation for Festival, CAHA saw the need to have capacity building workshops for the community. In 2013, CAHA sponsored two work-
shops in collaboration with Guam Preservation Trust and Guampedia, “Cultural Design with History in Mind” and “Protecting Intellectual
Property” geared towards inspiring, educating, empowering and providing local artists and cultural entrepreneurs with the information and
resources to promote the production of high caliber products that highlight Guam’s uniqueness. The “Cultural Design with History in Mind”
mremornancars Workshop featured presentations by archeologists who provided information about ancient cultural designs found in the Mariana Islands based
<" on archeological and historical research. The purpose of the workshop was to provide local artisans with an accurate perspective of Guam'’s
history relative to its artifacts, tools, fishing implements and ceramics. The goal of the “Protecting Intellectual Property” workshop was to provide
information about intellectual property rights and protections as they can be applied to artists and other cultural works. A useful knowledge of intellectual property
rights can help artists understand how their work can be protected or effectively marketed.

GUAM 2016

In 2014, CAHA developed the “Connect Me, Create Me, Promote Me” Workshop Series co-sponsored by the Guam Visitors Bureau as a means to assist and
prepare artists for the Festival. Four workshops were executed between February and September 2014:*What is the Festival of Pacific Arts (Feb. 2014); A Visual
Arts Workshop (May 2014); Chamorro Seafaring Lexicon Workshop (July 2014) and a Literary Arts Workshop.

The “What is the Festival of Pacific Arts” Workshop provided attendees with information about the Festival and a
general overview and report on the progress of planning for the festival on Guam.

The Visual Arts Workshop offered a more in-depth look at the organization [N
of the festival committee and activities and outlined Guam'’s specific efforts to ‘,n
N help participants prepare for FestPac 2016. Sessions to improve artists’

fl dimensional and 3 dimensional arts, and film arts were held during the work-
shop.

The Chamorro Seafaring Lexicon Workshop lasted 2 days and was a follow-up to an initial gathering in 2009 among
the Chamorro seafaring community to create a lexicon of terms for various aspects of traditional canoe building, seafar-
ing and navigation. Presentations included an historical overview of the seafaring tradition in the Marianas and revitali-
zation efforts, and discussions of on-going and new projects among the various Chamorro seafaring organizations. The Literary Arts Workshop concentrated on
fashion, history and publications. Other workshops are being developed for FY2015.
