
GUAM TAX STRUCTURE 
 The U.S. Congress created the Territorial Government of Guam as a separate taxing jurisdiction by enactment of 
the Organic Act of Guam in 1950.  Section 31 of the Act provides that the income tax laws in force in the United States 
shall be the income tax laws of Guam, substituting Guam for the United States where necessary and omitting any inappli-
cable or incompatible provisions.  The U.S. Internal Revenue Code with such changes constitutes the Guam Territorial 
Income Tax Law.   
 There is the usual range of other types of local taxes such as, real property, liquor, tobacco, liquid fuel, automotive 
surcharges, gross receipts, use, and hotel occupancy.  However, there is only one taxing authority in the Territory, the 
Government of Guam.  There are no separate municipal, county, school district or improvement district taxes.  Additionally, 
Guam does not impose a general sales tax directly on the consumer.
