The State Energy Program provides technical assistance on energy data for Gov-
Guam agencies for economic analysis, hold training and workshops on energy related |
topics and much more. Due to COVID-19, GEO conducted its outreach and education 25
efforts to include its UnPlug It! campaign through social media, newspaper ads, and
various virtual events. Prior to COVID-19, GEO conducted several energy presenta-
tions to elementary students. Furthermore, GEO continued to participate in various|
virtual conferences and working group meetings to include the Guam Green Growth|
(G3) and the Affordable & Clean Energy. GEO continued to track gas prices at the
pump ending the year (2020) with an average cost per gallon for regular gas at $3.60.
In addition, GEO tracked monthly Consolidated Actual Fuel Sales by Petroleum Com-|
panies and ending the year for “unleaded regular motor gasoline” at 40,975 (amounts
in thousands of gallons).
