Although primarily
tasked with restoring historic structures, which
are listed in the Guam Register of Historic
Places and/or the National Register of Historic
Places, GPT also funds various types of cultural

Recent passage of PL33-66 reduced GPT’s revenue source
(DPW permit fees) by 50%. By this action GPT will be
faced with limited funding for grants and projects.
Projects currently in queue include the rehabilitation of
the FQ Sanchez facility, the repairs of Agana Cathedral
Basilica Bell Tower, the restoration of the Rosario House
in the historic district of Hagatna, and the George Flores
and Jose San Nicolas in the historic district of Inalahan.
